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Letter from the Chief 
 
 
 

 
It gives me great pleasure to welcome you to the 2007 Fox Valley Metropolitan 

Police Department's Annual Report.  Hopefully you will find this report to be both 
informative and beneficial.   
 
 

During the year of 2007, the department continued working one position under 
the authorized staffing level for the fourth consecutive year.  With the communities 
continuing to grow, the department has been forced to reduce some non risk service 
levels in order to maintain the critical service levels that are necessary to maintain a safe 
community.  One example would be the writing of bad checks.  Previously, complaints 
were taken on all bad checks that were issued regardless of the amount.  Now only bad 
checks issued in the amount of $100 or higher are addressed by the department.  This has 
allowed the department to free up staff to handle more critical complaints.   

 
In reviewing the report, you will note that several areas have been graphed to 

provide a picture of either positive issues or negative issues.  In the area of “Calls for 
Service”, a 1.7% decrease was experienced.  However, this number is skewed due to a 
records management change by the Outagamie County.  Previously, if a driver was 
arrested for an incident and a passenger was arrested for an unrelated matter, (i.e. 
possession of drugs), this was recorded as two separate incidents.  Under the new records 
system, it is listed as one incident.  One area that appeared somewhat alarming was the 
area of Burglaries.  This area experienced a 52.8% increase.  Another area that showed a 
significant increase was the area of Felony arrests.  This area showed a 19.7% increase 
from the previous year.  The area of Bad checks showed a 54% decrease which was 
explained earlier.  Another area of increase was traffic accidents which increased by 
12%.  On a positive note, the department experienced a 12.6% decrease in OWI arrests.   

 
 
Overall, I feel the report in its entirety will give us some solid ideas as to where 

we need to concentrate our limited resources for the upcoming year of 2008.  In closing, 
we are always open to trying new things that will enable us to provide a higher quality of 
service to the community.  With your help, hopefully the year of 2008 will be as 
productive as the year of 2007.
